1 Unstable ground that
collapse underneath them;

1 Deep holes that have been dug
for the foundation of the
houses.

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BUILDING WORK

Phase 3 is Underway!

We are now cracking on with Phase 3 of the development, and
good progress is already being made. At the moment, building
work is concentrated on Foxglove Close at the Weston Road/
West Street end of the estate, where we are building 2-, 31 and 2.
4-bedroomed houses for sale. Foundations are already &
complete or partially complete for 12 homes, and the first few "‘~
courses of bricks can be seen on some of them. One of these ™
houses will become the new Show Home complex, where our
Sales Advisor will eventually be based, in order to be closer to
the show home and the homes she will be selling. Altogether
we will be building 74 homes, including 18 affordable units, on this new phase.

As promised in previous newsletters, a lot of the top end of the estate that forms Phase 3 has
now been fenced off, and Cross Street and Bath Street are now closed to traffic. For
pedestrians, we have left a path through the Blythe Spirit to the top of Bath Street. A gated
temporary footpath will also be open during the day (9am-5pm) during school term time.

In the next few weeks, we will be starting to put the new road through Foxglove Close onto
Weston Road, and also starting ground work for the affordable homes on Bath Street. You
should also see preparation work begin for the new balancing pond and park/public open
space.

WHAT ABOUT THE MONEY?  FENCING FRUSTRATION

Shop

We know that some residents would like a local shop on or close to the estate, and Coalville
Residents Association would also be happy to see this.

New residents may not realise that there used to be a small newsagent/grocers shop on Main Street,
which was one of the original defective pre-fab concrete buildings that needed to be demolished.
There was a proposal for Renew to fund the building of a new shop unit on the estate for the owner of
that shop, but unfortunately the owner eventually decided not to take this up.

Renew and the council have explained to us that, as much as we might like a shop round here, they
cannot spend public money building a shop unit unless someone comes forward who is ready, willing
and able to take it on as a business. Any idea for a local shop that has a workable business plan

would be considered by Renew. However, they cannot build a shop unit without an agreement with

someone who can own and run it, otherwise it could just stand empty, attracting vandalism and

spoiling the area.
