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BUILDING NEWS  

We are pleased to announce that detailed 
planning permission for Phase 3 of the new 
housing was received in January.  
 
This phase covers Bath Street, Foxglove Close 
and some parts of Cross St and West St.  There 
will also be 2 new houses on Aster Close, adding 
up to 74 properties in total, including:  
 
Ý 11 bungalow (all 2-beds) 
Ý 17 two-bed houses 
Ý 40 three-bed houses 
Ý 6 four-bed houses. 
 
Approximately 25% of the 
homes will be affordable 
social housing (i.e. Riverside 
rented or shared ownership).  
The new public open space, 
including the new park area 
between Bath St and Cross 
St, and the pond at the 
bottom of Main St, will also 
be built during this phase.  
 
It is anticipated that work will 
start on site in the spring, as we are waiting for 
all the land to be formally registered at the Land 
Registry office.    The first areas of the phase to 
be built on will be Bath Street and Foxglove 
Close.   
 
We hope to have an open morning or afternoon 
at the Compendium Information Centre in the 
spring, to tie in with the start of Phase 3, where 
people can come in and look at the detailed plan 
for the phase.   
 
However, if you canôt wait until then, the plan 
will soon be available on our project website 
(www.coalville -vision.co.uk), under the 
ôRegenerationô headingðclick on Masterplan and 
then look for the link to the detailed plan for 
Phase 3.

Building work on the final few plots on Phase 2 
is well underway.  We anticipate being able to 
have Bannock Street (the new road that links 
Longwall St to Main St) completely open 
sometime in March. 
 
The long-awaited Tower House 
on Main St, opposite the 
entrance to Cross St, has now 
been released for sale at a 
price of £164,950. There has 
already been a lot of interest in 
this 4-bedroom propertyðour 
Sales Advisor was rushed off 
her feet the first weekend after it was put on the 
market! 
 
Since the start of December, five more sales 
have been completed and their owners moved 
in.  This leaves the following new homes 
available for sale on Phase 2 at the moment: 
 
¶ Three 2-bed houses 
¶ Two 3-bed houses 
¶ Two 4-bed houses (including the Tower)
