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RECORDING ANTFSOCIAL

BEHAVIOUR m Riverside

Riverside and the police have been working to tackle a couple of remaining pockets of asuicial
behaviour in the area. However, we cannot do this without the cooperation of local residents.

The police (and Riverside, if their tenants are affected or involved) always respond to complaints of
antisocial behaviour. However in order to take legal action against persistent ASB offenders, we need
evidence that can be presented in court, such as incident records or witness statements. Just telling us
about it is unfortunately not enough without evidence, the courts will not support any action Riverside
or the police try to take, and then all we can do is respond to each individual complaint about astcial
behaviour when it happens.

In recent months, the police, Riverside and the Safer Cities Partnership posted incident logs and antisocial
behaviour surveys to homes on the 2 or 3 streets affected. We hoped that this would encourage affected
residents to record details of ASB in their area. Unfortunately onlNEperson has completed and

returned these. WeWILL take action against regular offenders if those affected by their behaviour are
prepared to help us to help them by recording incidents or providing statements in fact this type of
cooperation has allowed us to take ASB action against residents in the past.
