FREE HOME SECURITY
IMPROVEMENTS

Do you live in one of the original homes on the
estate? Are you elderly or particularly
vulnerable?

If this sounds like you, or someone you know,
the police have a package of home security
measures they may be able to fit to your home
for FREE. These include things like:

*  safety bolts for your front door (can only be
fitted to wooden doors);

*  personal alarm;

*  light -fitting timer (so a light goes on in your
home after dark even

residents they know of in older properties in
the area.
